The Four Types of Socialists

California Taxpayers Have Been Forced to Spend $700 Million to Kill Almost 1 Million Babies in Abortions

Whether they like it or not, California taxpayers pay for women’s elective abortions.

This may include paying for underage girls to get abortions without their parents’ knowledge or consent, for abortions on viable, later-term unborn babies and even for sex-selection abortions, none of which are prohibited in California.

The total price-tag for those abortions is almost $700 million, according to Live Action.

Medi-Cal, the state medical assistance program for low-income individuals, pays for women and girls to abort their unborn babies. Sixteen other states force taxpayers to pay for elective abortions as well.

An analysis of the program spending found that California taxpayers paid more than $358 million for 840,000 unborn babies to be aborted between 2000 and 2014 alone. It estimated the total spending on abortion at nearly $700 million in the past 25 years.

The state government reports do not give many details about the abortions or the ages of the unborn babies, but they do list the types of abortion procedures paid for by state taxpayers. Among these are D&E abortions, which involve dismembering second-trimester unborn babies by tearing them limb from limb while their hearts still are beating. D&E abortions are done up to 24 weeks, meaning potentially viable, healthy unborn babies are aborted at taxpayers’ expense in California.

About 80,000 D&E abortions were paid for by taxpayers between 2003 and 2014, according to the analysis.

It is not clear how many unborn babies are aborted in California each year because the state does not report its abortion numbers to the Centers for Disease Control. The Guttmacher Institute, a pro-abortion research group, reported 157,350 abortions in 2014 in California.

California has some of the most radically pro-abortion laws in the world, but state lawmakers are pushing for more. Earlier this month, state Sen. Connie Leyva introduced a bill to mandate that all public colleges and universities provide free abortions to students on campus.

Abortion activists also have been pushing for taxpayer-funded abortions nation-wide. At the federal level, the Hyde Amendment prohibits federal Medicaid funding for abortions except in the cases of rape, incest or risks to the life of the mother. However, some states choose to fund elective abortions and others do so as a result of court orders.

West Virginia also was on the list, due to a state Supreme Court order. In November, however, voters approved a constitutional amendment that makes it clear that their state does not recognize abortion as a “right” or require taxpayer funding of abortions.

Polls consistently show that most Americans do not want their tax dollars to pay for abortions. A Marist poll found that two-thirds of Americans oppose taxpayer funding of abortions, including a majority of women and people who identify as pro-choice. In 2016, a Politico/Harvard University poll also found that just 36 percent of likely voters supported taxpayer funding for abortions, while 58 percent opposed it.

3. International Medicine: The Unintended Consequences of National Pharmacare Programs: 
The Experiences of Australia, New Zealand, and the UK

The Frazer Institute— Published on December 13, 2018

Accordingly, the national systems for drug coverage in nations such as New Zealand, Australia, and the United Kingdom have been proposed for implementation in Canada. While these programs have reduced both expenditures and the average price paid per drug, they have also had some unintended consequences that may not be so favorable. 
This paper seeks to analyze these consequences. Through an examination of the experiences of New Zealand, Australia, and the United Kingdom, this paper brings to light some of the difficult decisions that accompany a national publicly funded pharmacare scheme, and the consequences of such programs for patients, physicians, innovators, and the industry. Specifically, the potential consequences take the form of more limited access to new drugs, poorer healthcare outcomes, excess burdens of taxation, and reduced pharmaceutical innovation. While these consequences are not necessary, they are typical of such policies. As with many public policy proposals, the devil is in the details and the true consequences for Canadian patients remain to be determined.

First, the paper describes the national plans of Canada, the United Kingdom, New Zealand, and Australia, focusing on key characteristics of the programs. Next, the paper provides an overview of many of the cost containment strategies that are frequently incorporated into a publicly funded pharmacare program. These are policies that are relied upon to achieve the necessary cost savings required to administer such a program, but they do not come without a price. These policies generally limit patient (and physician) choice, restrict access, ration drugs and therapies, and reduce treatment effectiveness. The strategies considered in this section include sole tendering, reference-based pricing, restrictive formularies, and cost-effectiveness analysis. . .
Arguably, the single most significant benefit of universal pharmacare would be lower pharmaceutical expenditures for insurers and individuals. While the prices of new substances under the programs employed in New Zealand, Australia, and the UK are lower than in the United States and Canada, prices for generics and incremental innovations are higher than in the United States. . . 

In reality, Canadians already benefit from the best aspects of a national drug coverage plan, and evidence suggests that the formal institution of such a plan will only increase bureaucracy and complicate delivery of services, without adding value for patients.

4. Global Healthcare: Report from DAVOS concerning Global Affairs:
Quartz Daily Brief, hi@qz.com, Weekend edition—Davos deliberations, flying cars, hagfish slime
Good morning, Quartz readers!

It’s a pity there were fewer influential world leaders than in previous years at Davos this week at the World Economic Forum, and not only because so many of the risks that are top of mind right now for delegates are political in nature.

The official theme of this year’s forum, “Globalization 4.0,” focused on the fourth industrial revolution and how the world will respond to mass job losses triggered by automation and artificial intelligence. Surely the private sector must share in the burden, but the shortage of participation by governments in the debate here felt inexcusable given the stakes.

Livelihoods are on the line, and the ripple effects on families and communities won’t be slowed by empty talk about the need to reskill the labor force. The Davos set learned this the last time around, when an inadequate response to the labor-market effects of global trade paved the way for the populist wave that prompted much soul-searching (paywall) among Davos regulars.

Of course, expecting the world’s problems to be solved in a few days at a ski resort is asking a lot. But for all of the stick that Davos gets, there are few times and places when so many executives and policymakers are crammed in the same conference center. If nothing else, the consensus that emerges from the speeches, meetings, and schmoozing this week can nudge things in a certain direction once everyone goes home and gets back to work.

Every country will choose its own level of involvement in smoothing out the effects of the disruption, but arguably none of them is close to prepared. . . 

On the positive side, the absences of Modi, Macron, Trudeau, and Trump meant that Davos wasn’t the circus it was last year. Security lines moved quickly and the promenade that runs through town was relatively clear of traffic. But the economic security of millions of people remains at risk, and the road ahead won’t be so easily navigated. —Heather Landy

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5. Medical Gluttony: Going to the Emergency Room for a common recurring condition.
If patients would avoid going to the emergency rooms for non-emergency conditions, 
we would reduce emergency room costs easily in half.

When I worked in the Emergency Room during my internship at a busy 500 bed county hospital, there was a holding ward for men and boys and one for women and girls. Each of these two rooms contained four beds and 20 chairs. These were filled with patients who the triage nurse decided did not have an emergency and could be seen after the emergency patients were treated or at least stabilized. The beds were primarily used as sofas when the waiting patients got too tired and needed to lie down and rest.  

The nurses would place the critically ill in one of the two surgically equipped rooms that could resuscitate, manage cardiac emergencies, bleeding patients or other life-threatening emergencies. The interns would always treat any patient that the nurses placed in one of these two rooms. These patients were evaluated, treated, and the surgical emergencies (acute appendicitis, fractures, etc. who required admissions) were referred to the hospital surgical resident assigned to the emergency room; the medical emergencies (heart attacks, congestive heart failure, respiratory failure, GI hemorrhages, etc. who required hospital admissions) would be referred to the medical resident assigned to the emergency room. Then the interns gave their attention to the eight treatment rooms which were furnished with basic diagnostic equipment necessary for a general examination. 
As one of two interns assigned to the ER for a month, I came to appreciate that this type of experience was not available in most private hospitals. However, my colleagues at Detroit General and Kansas City General hospital all experienced similar training. What was not fully appreciated by a young intern in training, was that the large number of patients that came to the emergency department for routine care could more easily have been treated in a private doctor’s office during regular office hours. 
Every couple of hours I would make the rounds into the female and male wards. Pain was an over-riding issue with the majority. I always carried a bottle of enteric coated aspirin in my white coat. I remember one diabetic that appeared miserably in pain. I gave her two ECASA tablets and continued my rounds in that ward. I proceeded to the male receiving ward. When I was about half way around, a man tugged on my arm and asked me what those two pills were that you gave my wife. She had not been this free of pain in months. When she was finally placed into one of the eight treatment rooms and I entered to interview and examine her, she was totally free of the pain which was the reason for her emergency visit. 

This is a frequent occurrence in medical practice. Patients do not take basic medications from their own medicine cabinet as the initial step in treatment. The minimal ER cost in my hospital was $800 and the average about $1500. This cost could have been avoided in many cases by less that one dollar out of the family medicine cabinet. It is this kind of glutinous behavior that is pushing the efforts for the government to take over all of health care funding. Don’t you think it would be better if we all took our health care costs seriously to avoid the access problems of a national health care service as in many socialistic countries?
The insurance companies could assist in this national health care consumption by never issuing a 100% coverage policy. In our studies, reported in our companion HealthPlanUSA review, if ER and Urgent care visits had a 20% copay, it would not jeopardize needed care but would eliminate the majority of the unnecessary ER traffic. We found that if the 20% was collected at the registration desk, which would have been $120 at my hospital, more than three-fourths of the people would voluntarily turn around stating that they would see their own doctors in the morning. This would also solve the problem of over utilization in American Healthcare without any government health care intrusion.

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8. Voices of Medicine: Charles Krauthammer, MD, Psychiatrist; Journalist; 1950-2018

Editor’s Note: Jay Nordlinger wrote about Charles Krauthammer and his posthumous collection in the February 25 issue of National Review. 
Below, he expands that piece, in the style of his Impromptus column.

Charles Krauthammer wrote steadily for almost 40 years — but he was not a book-writer. He wrote essays, columns, speeches, etc. This is true of other top-rate and influential writers as well. Isaiah Berlin, for one. Irving Kristol, for another. Krauthammer was a good friend of the latter’s. And appreciations of both men — Berlin and Kristol — appear in a new Krauthammer collection.

• In 2009, I had a long talk with Charles and wrote about him, here. Have a sentence from that piece: “Sometime in his student career, he read Isaiah Berlin’s Four Essays on Liberty, and that, along with John Stuart Mill, gave him something like a foundation.”

Here is another sentence, or a few more:

The late Irving Kristol, father of neoconservatism, famously gave “two cheers for capitalism.” How about Krauthammer? He admires Kristol no end and has much in common with him. But he will go as high as “2.8 cheers” — impressive for someone who once supported LBJ’s Great Society.
• The just-published collection has a predecessor, Things That Matter. It was published in 2013. The new one, Krauthammer compiled with his son, Daniel. It’s called “The Point of It All.” I think of a title from Amos Elon: “The Pity of It All.” This is a sadder title, to be sure. (The subtitle of that book is “A Portrait of Jews in Germany, 1743–1933.”)

The Point of It All is very wide-ranging, a true Krauthammer sampler. This is Krauthammer in full, or very nearly so. It is a book that says, “This is what he believed. This is who he was.” As such, it is invaluable.

• A major topic of this book is politics, as you would expect. Krauthammer lived and worked in Washington, D.C., his entire career. He hammered the government, as everyone does, but he did not despise it, or politics. On the contrary. Listen to him on Meg Greenfield, his editor at the Washington Post: “She had great respect for what Washington does: weigh deep and often ancient arguments and try from that to fashion action. She had respect for the difficulty of this Sisyphean task and for the fallibility of the men and women engaged in it.” . . . 
• A word — a further word — about D.C. politics, or the broad world of Washington. One day, Dick Cheney hosted a bunch of conservative journalists at his home, the official vice-presidential residence. When he noticed Charles — I don’t think Cheney knew he would be there — he bowed slightly and said, “I’m honored.”
• In his introduction to The Point of It All, Daniel Krauthammer writes that “the core political focus of this book is on the nature and the future of liberal democracy and limited government.” His father called liberal democracy “the most free, most humane, most decent political system ever invented by man.” It has foes on all sides, needless to say. Last year, Viktor Orbán, the Hungarian leader, declared, “The era of liberal democracy is over.” Is it? There are always new chapters to be written, dark and light. . .
• About the Middle East, he wrote regularly, always keeping an eye on it. One day, he had a column about Israel — another one. I sent him a note, saying, “Charles, I find that I can barely write about the Arab–Israeli conflict anymore, so weary am I from doing it, year after year, decade after decade. I’m glad you’re not weary — or that you push through it, to say the necessary, again.” He replied, “I know exactly of your weariness. My reluctance to write about it once again is enormous. It’s only a sense of duty — and the shocking realization of how few are prepared to say the obvious truth anymore — that makes me do it.”

• Norman Podhoretz believes that George W. Bush will turn out like Truman: scorned during his presidency and immediately after, and appreciated later. Krauthammer believes the same thing, as you will see in this collection. About Barack Obama, he writes almost bitterly (which is rare for him) — because Obama, in Krauthammer’s estimation, inherited victory in Iraq (agonizingly achieved) and threw it away.
• Krauthammer is a great explainer of, and believer in, deterrence. This is clear in his writings about NATO, for example. You have to commit to Article 5, he says. (This is the plank of the North Atlantic Treaty that says an attack on one is an attack on all.) If you don’t, you have undermined deterrence — and thus invited aggression, the very thing you want to prevent.

In 2017, he made a controversial statement, and utterly characteristic:

Some claim that putting America first is a reassertion of American exceptionalism. On the contrary, it is the antithesis. It makes America no different from all the other countries that define themselves by a particularist blood-and-soil nationalism. What made America exceptional, unique in the world, was defining its own national interest beyond its narrow economic and security needs to encompass the safety and prosperity of a vast array of allies.

Them’s fighting words — but Krauthammer did not shrink from a fight, when the topic mattered. He was princely in manners, but no violet.

• He could write on matters foreign and domestic. Even extraterrestrial. (Krauthammer had an abiding interest in space. It was one of his few interests I did not share. Chess was another.) Krauthammer was besotted with America, and pushed assimilation, hard. He wanted the New World to be different from the Old. “Without ever having thought it through,” he lamented, “we are engaged in unmaking the American union and encouraging the very tribalism that is the bane of the modern world.”

He did not write those words in recent years, but rather in 1990.

• I’m reminded of something. Let me give you a little biography (his). The below is from that 2009 piece I wrote about him:

Krauthammer was born in 1950, in New York City. But, when he was six, his family moved to Montreal, where he grew up. He later realized that he could not stay in Quebec, to make his career. The reason was this: He thought he would like to have a role in public life — maybe something in government. And, to be blunt about it, Quebec was no place for a Jew with that kind of ambition. Its political culture was more like that of Europe than like that of English Canada or America. A Jew was always an outsider, or even an “alien” element. Besides which, Quebec’s politics were consumed with one issue: separatism, independence. To Krauthammer, this was “one of the most trivial issues on the planet,” and certainly not one to spend a life or career on. Krauthammer retains a deep general admiration for Canada, whatever its flaws and annoyances. . . 
• All politics and no play makes Jack, or Charles, a dull boy. The Point of It All has columns about chess — a game that Krauthammer played well. (One of his opponents was Natan Sharansky, another good player.) In addition, the book has a column or two about baseball, which Krauthammer loved (as does his fellow conservative columnist at the Washington Post, George Will). . . 
So, Krauthammer has his enthusiasms. One of the best collections I know is called, in fact, “Enthusiasms.” It is by Bernard Levin, the British journalist, and it was published in 1983. The book has chapters on cities, walking, Shakespeare, music, and more.

Would you like to know whom the book is dedicated to? Arianna Stassinopoulos, now Huffington. (I asked her once, “How does it feel to be the dedicatee of such a great book?” It felt good.) . . . 
Reading Charles, I had the sensation of reading an old conservatism, even if it is recently “old.” You could even call it a paleoconservatism.

• I once quoted to him something that Bill Buckley said about Paul Johnson (in his introduction to an anthology, The Quotable Paul Johnson): Johnson is so routinely excellent, it’s possible to take him for granted. But one shouldn’t. Krauthammer is routinely excellent too — and not to be taken for granted.

• A young writer — or an old one, or any in between — can find a good example in Krauthammer. Here he is in a 2013 interview: “You’re betraying your whole life if you don’t say what you think — and you don’t say it honestly and bluntly.” Here he is in a 2017 email (to me): “I must admit that when I write these days I have the feeling that everything I say is so perfectly obvious that there’s no need to write it. Except that these days, that’s all the more reason to write it.”

Writing the obvious is an underappreciated act — because the obvious is not apparent to all, ever.

• Back to Isaiah Berlin, and the Four Essays on Liberty. Krauthammer read them when he was in college. And when Berlin died in 1997, Krauthammer wrote, “Four Essays is available everywhere. Buy it. Make your children read it before they go to college. . . . And keep one copy at home.” I say the same of The Point of It All.

I intend to refer to it for many years to come — going to the index and asking, “What did Charles have to say about this? Anything?” (The answer will probably be yes.) Journalism is ephemeral, by nature. “It’s fish wrap by Friday,” goes an old saying. Rick Brookhiser once pointed out to me that the very word “day” is in journalism (jour). It’s meant to last a day.

This makes me all the more grateful for, and delighted with, The Point of It All. It is Charles bundled up — a permanent, portable Charles. In addition to being a stellar book, it is a great service.

Sam Schechner reported in the WSJ that many Apps were sending detailed private information to Facebook. The next day, one App stopped sending data to Facebook and then four more the following day. The WSJ had determined that they had found 11 popular Apps were using software that Facebook provides to the app developers to send the social network intimate information.

That’s why I don’t down load any APPS.
I purchased a Palm Pilot some twenty years ago. It was one of the first cell phones with PDA (personal digital assistant). It accepted script entries and served as a very important PDA. The Palm went through a number of iterations. The last revision and upgrade were the Palm Pre and Palm Pixi. I acquired the Palm Pre about 2010 at the AT&T store. They were no longer a competing product to the newer smart phones. AT&T gave me one along with the charger and accessories at no cost on a “trade in.” But they were not interested in keeping my Palm Pilot. This was not only a mobile phone with a keyboard and PDA, but also had email, web OS, Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, PDF file, camera, Photo file, video file, music file, MP3 program, App catalog, clock, date & time program, location service, sounds & ringtones, task & memo programs, YouTube, Google Maps, & Y-mobile to locate your favorite restaurants and stores. When the smart phones gained market share, my small Palm Pre, the size of a credit card and could be easily carried in my pocket or belt seemed to have most of the capabilities of the much larger smart phones. I never saw the need to upgrade further for more than a decade. When the ads arrived on December 31, that a new Palm was being marketed by Verizon, I took a look. However, the new Verizon Palm was just an assistant to their large smart phone and thus not a complete system. My Palm Pre was superior to the new Palm. So, I was directed to the I-Phone X-R which was half price and the price would end on this date, Dec 31, 2018. And they threw in an I-Pad both with IOS 12, which was also at half price. So, I finally bit the dust and purchased something I never thought I would buy. I have been thoroughly annoyed by people who constantly look at their smart phones.
My wife’s Apple computer and my I-pad could not be upgraded to IOS 10, this was an unusual opportunity I couldn’t resist. When I got home, I noted that my I-pad and I-pod programs were already in my I-Phone and old I-pad. All Apple products are uniquely synchronized automatically.

I am still carrying my Palm in my pocket since it contains my phone and address book. Daughter of Oil Tycoon H.L. Hunt, Owned Luxury Hotels and Clung to Frugal Habits

She led Bible study group and advised: ‘Never get emotionally attached to any one line of business’

Caroline Rose Hunt, who inherited hundreds of millions of dollars, overcame an advantaged upbringing to lead a surprisingly quiet and productive life.

A daughter of the Texas oil tycoon H.L. Hunt, she raised five children, picked tomatoes at the family farm, did volunteer work and steadily expanded her fortune. The financial managers she hired launched a chain of luxury hotels and spurred redevelopment in a blighted area north of downtown Dallas. She wrote a novel and two cookbooks, led weekly Bible study sessions and became the first female deacon at her Presbyterian church.

Her grandchildren called her “Moozie,” a name she invented. Despite two divorces, she didn’t feature in tabloid gossip. Wealth, she said in a 1983 interview with Parade magazine, was “sort of like having good looks: It’s not something you’ve earned, but you don’t go out and scar your face, either.” . . .

Mrs. Hunt, as she liked to be known, died Nov. 13 in Dallas, two weeks after suffering a stroke. She was 95.

Though she didn’t get involved in the day-to-day management of her assets, she helped promote her hotel chain, which at one point included the Bel-Air in Los Angeles and the Carlyle in New York. She had empathy for guests who, like her, were wealthy without being spendthrift. “I got a letter the other day from someone who had ordered two after-dinner cognacs, and he felt $96 was a little expensive,” she said in the 1983 interview. “I agree.”

She sent notes to friends on the back of used envelopes and avoided flashy cars. Offered a Japanese-made Lexus, she said, “You know, we had a war with them once.”
She was born Jan. 8, 1923, in El Dorado, Ark., the third of seven children born to H.L. Hunt and his first wife, Lyda. Her father used money he won playing poker to acquire oil fields in Texas. He moved the family to Tyler, Texas, and then to Dallas.  As a girl, she told the Dallas Morning News, she once made cinnamon fudge and sold it to neighbors for 10 cents a bag. She was later informed that the ingredients cost more than 10 cents. “So that was my first lesson in economics,” she said.
Another lesson came at 16 when she was driving a Chevrolet to school while studying for a Latin test. Distracted by her Latin book, she hit a guardrail and flipped the car into a stream. After emerging muddy but unhurt, she found a ride home with a passing truck driver. Her father calmly gave her a few dollars to tip the driver, according to the Morning News.

She studied for two years at Mary Baldwin College in Staunton, Va., and then completed a degree in English and art history at the University of Texas in 1943.

Along with hotels, she invested in oil and gas, ranches and real estate. For a time, she owned a stake in the maker of Van Heusen shirts. With a friend, she created a line of Lady Primrose bath oils, soaps and lotions. . .
In 2011, her company sold the hotel business to New World Hospitality of Hong Kong for $230 million. One of her children, Laurie Harrison, recalled asking her mother how she could sell a business she loved: “She said, ‘Laurie, you should never get emotionally attached to any one line of business. Business is cyclical. There’s a time to buy and a time to sell.’”

It directs the Arizona Medical Board to develop its own expedited licensure process for physicians wishing to avoid Compact licensure.

It prevents Compact licensure from being required as a condition of employment.
