In a few short weeks, America will welcome the 116th Congress.

I believe the 2016 presidential campaign of Sen. Bernie Sanders, I-Vt., gave socialism a countercultural boost among my generation. Millennials suffer under the weight of crushing student loan debt and a deteriorating safety net from employers who will pay them less than their parents earned. It is within this economic context that a system promising to create parity among citizens looks attractive.

Socialism Never Works
The danger with popularizing socialism is that it sounds reasonable, but it never works. It often comes with the best of intentions: to reduce poverty. But there are simply no examples of it working to reduce poverty long-term. 
Baby boomers are far more skeptical of socialism. They have lived long enough to see attempts at socialism fail, while capitalism has opened doors of opportunity.

Even as we look at America’s own dalliance with socialism, we can see little success. In our 50-year war on poverty, well-intentioned efforts have come up short. After spending well over $20 trillion on the War on Poverty, poverty not only persists. It has become a booming business.

What stockholders would allow a CEO to invest $20 trillion into solving a problem without demanding results? I can think of none.

The good news is that after 50 years, we know what does not work to end poverty: redistributing wealth. We also have a pretty good idea of what can end poverty. My friend and mentor Dr. Ben Carson often cites research that says a person can reduce their chances of living in poverty to 2 percent by doing these three things in this order: 1) Graduate from high school, 2) get married, and 3) wait until you are married to have children.

This is sound advice, something that both public and private organizations should advocate to help save future generations from a life of cyclical poverty.

For tens of thousands of Americans, though, the horse has left the barn. White students graduate at a rate of 86 percent. Black students lag behind at a rate of 69 percent.

Over 70 percent of all African-American children born today will be born to single mothers.

The best hope for all Americans who find themselves included in these numbers is a community to help fill the gap.

The Power of Community

After spending time listening to the smart policy wonks at the Heritage Foundation’s annual antipoverty summit, I am excited to see that the research bears out what my life experience has proven to me. It does not take government to end poverty. It takes a committed and empowered community.

I was raised by a strong and wise mother who understood that after she and my father divorced, it was important to make sure I learned from strong, positive male role models, including my dad, uncles, grandfathers, and even coaches.

I am successful today, but not because the government stepped in. I am successful because the government got out of the way and allowed my community to do what community does best.

As the hip, cool socialist wave makes its way to the halls of Congress, I fear we may return to the ill-fated, if altruistic, efforts of LBJ’s Great Society, when throwing money at social programs made us feel good.

A complete shift in thinking must occur. Success must be measured not by the amount of money we throw at poverty solutions, but by the number of people who are exiting poverty.

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2. In the News: Democratic Socialists Used to Be Decent
Michael Harrington would be appalled at the boorish tactics of today’s DSA.

‘This is not your grandfather’s democratic socialism,” a Washington Post columnist gushes in a video celebrating the congressional primary victory of Alexandria Ocasio-Cortez, a member of the Democratic Socialists of America. As someone involved in democratic socialism in the 1970s, let me confirm that the columnist is right. But not in a positive way. 
DSA is a successor group to the Democratic Social Organizing Committee, established in 1973 and led for years by Michael Harrington. I participated in the DSOC founding convention in New York in October 1973, serving as one of its first college co-chairmen, and was an active member for the next decade.
I do not want to romanticize DSOC. We were a fringe political movement with scarcely more than a few thousand members. Like other groups on the left, we spent too much time on unrealistic policy schemes and narrow sectarian disputes.

But there was in DSOC an idealism, a commitment to democracy, and a recognition that decent people could disagree. Others on the left looked down with disdain on the “silent majority” who supported President Nixon and his policies. DSOC never did. Harrington strongly disagreed with Nixon’s policies, but he respected the democratic process and the dignity of American voters. 

Today’s DSA endorses the anti-Trump “resistance” tactics of personal harassment. Last week a group stalked Senate Majority Leader Mitch McConnell as he left a Louisville, Ky., restaurant. The Louisville DSA chapter tweeted a video of the incident, noting that “several” of its members participated. The national DSA then retweeted it from its verified account. One man in the video shouts: “We know where you live, too, Mitch!”

Harrington would have recognized that such tactics are not only morally wrong but self-defeating. In his 1973 autobiography, “Fragments of the Century,” he criticized the left’s “fringe of confrontationists, exhibitionists, and Vietcong flag wavers.”

He often said that in order to be a socialist, you had to love America. In the late 1950s he traveled throughout the country for a project that became his best-known book, “The Other America.” He saw not only the country’s natural beauty but also the generosity and goodness of the American people, and the democratic possibilities for social improvement.

For most of the past 40 years, I have been involved in job training and antipoverty projects in California, working with our state’s unemployed, welfare recipients, ex-offenders, and workers with disabilities. Those experiences have led me away from Harrington’s economic policies. But his lessons about democracy and civility are more relevant than ever.

Physicians have virtually no due-process rights in such actions. “When a highly-skilled, compassionate physician is eliminated from a hospital as the result of sham peer review, patient safety and quality care suffer,” Dr. Huntoon stated. 
Doctor Huntoon has now favored us with an up-to-date editorial on what may happened to physicians falsely accused by his hospital competitors of inadequate or in-appropriate medical care to eliminate competitors. Read his editorial in the Winter 2018 issue of the Journal of American Physicians and Surgeons, National Practitioner Data Bank Guidebook. This data bank collected and disclosed final adverse actions taken by federal and state agencies and health plans, including healthcare-related criminal convictions, against practitioners, providers, and suppliers. In 2010, the NPDB and HIPDB were merged into the NPDB as per Section 6403 of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 111-148).
All information in the NPDB is permanently maintained unless it is voided by the NPDB or the reporting entity. Reporting entities are solely responsible for the accuracy of the information in NPDB reports. NPDB does not make determinations regarding the accuracy of reported information, validity, merit or lack thereof of reported adverse actions.
The NPDB Guidebook serves as a policy manual that implements laws governing the NPDB. Implementing regulations are found at 45 CFR Part 60. The NPDB Guidebook was revised in

April 2015 and again in October 2018. Certain changes in the two most recent revisions of the NPDB Guidebook favor hospitals.
It is important for physicians to understand what is in the NPDB Guidebook, as it determines whether an adverse privileging action taken by a hospital is reportable or not, and thus, whether the physician’s career is ruined or ended. Parentheses with letters and numbers below (e.g. E-1) reference the section and page number of the NPDB Guidebook from which information derives. . .
The reality is that an adverse action report (AAR) in the NPDB is often the controlling factor in decisions of licensure and medical privileging. Hospitals rarely look past the “scarlet letter” (Jesse A. Cole, M.D. vs. St. James Healthcare, Montana Second Judicial District Court, No. DV-07-44, Memorandum and

Order, June 1, 2007) of an adverse action report on a physician in deciding whether to grant or renew hospital privileges. . .
Physicians and dentists are the subject of adverse action reports in the NPDB by hospitals and state licensing boards.
Nurse practitioners and other nonphysician practitioners may be reported for adverse privileging actions by hospitals, based on professional conduct or professional conduct deficiencies, but a reporting entity is not required to report them, even though their competence or conduct issues adversely affect or could

adversely affect patient safety and welfare. Reporting of these “other practitioners” is considered optional. (C-7)

Ocasio-Cortez's platform, for example, calls for Medicare for all, tuition-free college, and treats housing as a right. . . 
Here's how Sen. Bernie Sanders, a self-declared Democratic socialist, defined it in a 2006 interview: "I think [democratic socialism] means the government has got to play a very important role in making sure that as a right of citizenship all of our people have healthcare; that as a right, all of our kids, regardless of income, have quality childcare, are able to go to college without going deeply into debt; that it means we do not allow large corporations and moneyed interests to destroy our environment; that we create a government in which it is not dominated by big money interest."

5. Medical Gluttony: The New California Gold Rush – 2019
Governor Jerry Brown who is 80-years-old is finishing his second of two 8-year terms. His campaign fund is still flush with money which will allow him to continue to be active politically. He leaves the governor’s office on Jan 7, 2019 with a $14.8-billion surplus which he passes on to Democratic Governor-elect Gavin Newsom. This is the first time in 43 years that there has been a surplus of this magnitude since Governor Ronald Reagan left office in 1975 and governor Brown inherited the surplus. Governor Brown did not leave office the first time with a surplus but a deficit of $1.5 to Republican governor George Deukmejian in 1983.

Third-Party-Free means that we do not participate with ANY third party (Medicare, Medicaid, HMOs, Tri-Care, Workers Comp, Motor Vehicle No Fault, insurers etc).  Because we have no contract with any third-party payer, we have no conflict of interest with our patients. We are not subject to the coercion, restrictions, rationing and meddling in your medical care by bureaucrats - for the purpose of improving their profits or limiting care to meet cost-containment objectives (often at the expense of the individual patient).  We are able to practice ethical medicine, based on our best medical judgment (in accordance with the Oath of Hippocrates) as opposed to practicing medicine according to the "substituted judgment" of a third party.
Why Would Anyone Want to See a Third-Party-Free Physician?   
First of all, a "Third-Party-Free" practice may not be right for everyone. People have different priorities in choosing a physician. We fully respect peoples' right to choose what they feel is best for them. A Third-Party-Free practice simply offers a new alternative to other choices currently available. What are some of the possible benefits of seeing a Third-Party-Free physician?
1.) First and foremost is accountability. Since a Third-Party-Free physician is not dependent on any third party for payment, Third-Party-Free physicians are accountable solely to their patients. The doctor works directly for you and for no one else - i.e. the doctor's medical decisions are not influenced by Medicare or HMOs. This objectivity enhances Trust in the patient-doctor relationship. Third parties often require that a doctor adopt a conflict of interest with his patients. Certain third parties have even provided perverse financial incentives that work against the patient - such that the less care a "participating" doctor provides, the more profit he makes. Third-Party-Free doctors have no conflict of interest. Patients are their ONLY priority.
2.)  Freedom To Choose physicians and treatments which you believe are right for you. We believe    that patients are smart enough to make their own choices about their medical care, with the advice of their doctor. When you choose a Third-Party-Free physician, you and your doctor make all of the decisions, as opposed to a medically untrained and unqualified Medicare or HMO bureaucrat making a decision about what you can and cannot have.
3.) No Referrals Are Necessary to see a Third-Party-Free physician. Many third parties require complex referral forms and "permission" to see specialists. At first, this will translate to longer waiting times to see your primary care doctor or specialist. In some cases, it will mean that some doctors may no longer accept any new patients or any new patients on a particular insurance plan. A Third-Party-Free practice offers no barriers to timely access to medical care - we are happy to see you in our office on a timely basis. Likewise, because of financial disincentives provided by HMOs, many patients are forced to incur long waiting times to get in to see a specialist.  Another tactic being used by insurance companies is limiting the doctors that are "in-network", necessarily creating a bottleneck and wait times - all to save the insurance company money.  A Third-Party-Free practice offers timely access to care for HMO patients that is often not possible "in network."
5.)  Complete Privacy. Because our clinic is a non-covered entity under the new HIPAA law, all medical records in our office are kept private and confidential. Unlike other practices that are covered by HIPAA, our patient records are not subject to increased risk of disclosure to a multitude of snooping government bureaucrats, law enforcement, "approved researchers," and others as allowed under the HIPAA law. We do not share your private, confidential medical information with ANYONE without your written permission, and we do not enter your private information into any electronic government or insurance database (where it may not be secure). We believe patients value their medical privacy, and in the Hippocratic tradition, we intend to make sure that your records are kept secure and totally private.
6.) Non-Interference in the Patient-Doctor Relationship. The patient-doctor relationship is the most important aspect of the practice of medicine. We believe that the highest quality of medical care is achieved when patients and doctors interact with one another directly (without Third-Party-Payors in between). In our office, we do not allow ANY bureaucrat to come between patient and doctor. We firmly believe that medicine should be practiced by physicians, not by bureaucrats. We also believe that patients are smart enough and should be empowered to make their own medical decisions, with the advice of their physician.

They seem to be focusing on very important subjects that go far beyond academia.

Dr. Rosen:

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8. Voices of Medicine: Charles Krauthammer - Washington, D.C.
Columnist Charles Krauthammer wrote a weekly political column that ran on Fridays. He was also a Fox News commentator and appeared nightly on “Special Report with Bret Baier.” Krauthammer joined The Post as a columnist in 1984, and he received the Pulitzer Prize for Commentary in 1987 for “his witty and insightful columns on national issues.” 

Krauthammer began his journalism career at the New Republic, where he was a writer and editor and won the 1984 National Magazine Award for Essays and Criticism. Before going into journalism, he was a speechwriter for Vice President Walter Mondale in 1980, he helped direct planning in psychiatric research for the Carter administration, and he practiced medicine for three years as a resident and then chief resident in psychiatry at Massachusetts General Hospital. 

Krauthammer was born in New York City and grew up in Montreal, Quebec. He attended McGill University, Balliol College, Oxford and Harvard Medical School. He died on June 21, 2018.

That is, politics in the most elevated sense of that word — not simply mundane partisan maneuvering, but the grand design of the Constitution and the role of America in the world. As Krauthammer explained in the introduction to his 2013 collection of columns, “Things That Matter,” “Politics, the crooked timber of our communal lives, dominates everything because, in the end, everything . . . lives or dies by politics. You can have the most advanced and efflorescent of cultures. Get your politics wrong, however, and everything stands to be swept away. . . . Politics is the moat, the walls, beyond which lie the barbarians.” 

Krauthammer was, by his own account, an improbable, accidental columnist. But for four decades he served as an unswerving bulwark against the barbarians — endlessly erudite, charming, independent-minded and, as the following inadequate excerpts will demonstrate, remarkably relevant.

 “An anniversary of sorts,” Dec. 18, 2009
Twenty-five years ago this week, I wrote my first column. I’m not much given to self-reflection — why do you think I quit psychiatry? — but I figure once every quarter-century is not excessive.

When Editorial Page Editor Meg Greenfield approached me to do a column for The Post, I was somewhat daunted. The norm in those days was to write two or three a week, hence the old joke that being a columnist is like being married to a nymphomaniac — as soon as you’re done, you’ve got to do it again.

So I proposed once a week. First, I explained, because I was enjoying the leisurely life of a magazine writer and, with a child on the way, I was looking forward to fatherhood. Second, because I don’t have two ideas a week; I barely have one (as many of my critics no doubt agree).

The first objection she dismissed as mere sloth (Meg was always a good judge of character). The second reason she bought. On Dec. 14, 1984, my first column appeared.

Longevity for a columnist is a simple proposition: Once you start, you don’t stop. You do it until you die or can no longer put a sentence together. It has always been my intention to die at my desk, although my most cherished ambition is to outlive the estate tax . . . 
To be doing every day what you enjoy doing is rare. Rarer still is to be doing what you were meant to do, particularly if you got there by sheer serendipity.

Three weeks ago Daniel Pierre Krauthammer, our first, entered the world. It was a noisy and boisterous entry, as befits a 10-pound Krauthammer. It has been just as noisy and boisterous since. I had been warned by friend and foe that life would never be the same. They were right.

Of course, like all exhausted newborn fathers, I am just looking for sympathy. It is my wife, Robyn, whose life has been fully merged with his, in a symbiosis profound and delicate. . . .

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9. Book Review: Never Call Me a Hero
A legendary American Dive-Bomber Pilot Remembers The Battle of Midway

by N. Jack “Dusty” Kleiss with Timothy and Laura Orr

Awarded the Navy Cross

The Foreword is written by Jill Kleiss in the first person referring to the author as “dad.” She learned much about her father’s Navy experience at dinner time during which he revealed slowly over his lifetime. Finally she learned more from the historical documents he had.
The New York Times refers to the battle of the Midway as the decisive contest for control of the Pacific in World War II. As the last survivor of the Midway battle, he was finally persuaded to record the events in his tenth decade of life. He states he remembers the events as if they occurred yesterday. At the time of his discharge he had many other things on his mind to reminisce about the war—getting married, a family, and a Navy Career being a graduate of the Naval Academy.  Four Japanese Aircraft Carriers were destroyed during the Battle of the Midway June 4-5, 1942. His account of the three he was involved in are recorded on the dust jacket. He covers many of the battles in the Pacific. His major heroic battle was the Midway.
“On the morning of June 4, 1942, high above the tine Pacific atoll of Midway, Lt (j.g.) “Dusty” Kleiss burst out of the clouds and piloted his SBD Dauntless into a near-vertical dive aimed at the heart of Japan’s imperial Navy, which six months earlier had ruthlessly struck Pearl Harbor. The greatest naval battle in history raged around him, its outcome hanging in the balance as the U. S. desperately searched for its first major victory of the Second World War. Then, in a matter of seconds, Dusty Kleiss’s daring 20,000-foot dive helped forever alter the war’s trajectory.

“Plummeting through the air at 240 knots amid blistering anti-aircraft fire, the twenty-six-year-old pilot from the USS Enterprise’s elite Scouting Squadron Six fixed on an invaluable target—the aircraft carrier Kaga, one of Japan’s most important capital ships. He released three bombs at the last possible instant, then desperately pulled out of the gut-wrenching 9-g dive. As his plane leveled out just above the roiling Pacific Ocean, Dusty’s perfectly placed bombs struck the carrier’s deck, and Kaga erupted into an inferno from which it would never recover.
“Arriving safely back at Enterprise, Dusty was met with heartbreaking news: his best friend was missing and presumed dead along with two dozen of the fellow naval aviators. Unbowed, Dusty returned to the air that same afternoon and, remarkably, would fatally strike another enemy carrier, Hiryu. Two days later, his deadeye aim contributed to the destruction of a third Japanese warship, the cruiser Mikum, thereby making Dusty the only pilot from either side to land hits on three different ships, all of which sank—loss that crippled the once-fearsome Japanese fleet.  
“By battle’s end, the humble young sailor from Kansas had earned his place in history—and yet he stayed silent for decades, living quietly with his wife, Jean, whom he married less than a month after Midway. This extraordinary and long-awaited memoir tells the Naval Cross recipient’s full story for the first time, offering an intimate look at the “decisive contest for control of the Pacific in World War II”—and one man’s essential role in helping secure its outcome. 
Dusty devotes a significant tribute to his wife, Jean, and the letters from her and to her that his daughter uncovered. This was a significant love story about his wife of 60-years, who died in 2006. He attributes his survival in many battles to his wife and God. His comments about “you and God” are frequent in his letters to his wife.
There are also a number of photographs of his childhood and family over the years and thus is a significant autobiography of his life. 

Dusty has also included a number naval photographs taken from the USS Enterprise, as well as from the plane’s cameras showing the actual bombs as they hit the Japanese carriers. The American task force under the command of Admiral Nimitz managed to put four of the Japanese Navy's carriers out of action at a cost of one American carrier.
He pays tribute to his co-authors, Timothy J. Orr who is an associate professor military history at Old Dominion University in Norfolk, Virginia. Lawfer Orr is the deputy education director at the Hampton Roads Naval Museum, the U. S. Navy’s official museum in Norfolk.

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10. Hippocrates & His Kin: AAPS Principals of Medical Policy 
Medical care is a professional service, not a right. Rights (as to life, liberty, and property) may be defended by force, if necessary. Professional services are subject to economic laws, such as supply and demand, and are not properly procured by force.

Physicians are professionals. Professionals are agents of their patients or clients, not of corporations, government, insurers, or other entities. Professionals act according to their own best judgment, not government “guidelines,” which soon become mandates. Physicians’ decisions and procedures cannot be dictated by overseers without destroying their professionalism.

Third-party payment introduces conflicts of interest. Physicians are best paid directly by the recipients of their services. The insurer’s contract should be only with subscribers, not with

physicians. Patients should pay their physician a mutually agreed-upon fee; the insurer should reimburse the subscriber according to the terms of the contract.

Government regulations reduce access to care. Barriers to market entry, and regulations that impose costs and burdens on the provision of care need to be greatly reduced. Examples

include insurance mandates, certificate of need, translation requirements, CLIA regulation of physician office laboratories, HIPAA requirements, FDA restrictions on freedom of speech

and physicians’ judgment, etc.

Honest, publicly accessible pricing and accounting (“transparency”) is essential to controlling costs and optimizing access. Government and other third-party payment or price fixing

obscures the true value of a service, which can only be determined by a buyer’s willingness to pay. The resulting misallocation of resources creates both waste and unavailability of services.

Confidentiality is essential to good medical care. Trust is the foundation of the patient-physician relationship. Patient confidences should be preserved; information should be released only upon patient informed consent, with rare exceptions determined by law and related to credible immediate threats to the safety or health of others.

Physicians should be treated fairly in licensure, peer review, and other proceedings. Physicians should not fear loss of their livelihood or burdensome legal expenses because of baseless accusations, competitors’ malice, hospitals’ attempts to silence dissent, or refusal to violate their consciences. They should be accorded both procedural and substantive due process. They do not lose the basic rights enjoyed by Americans simply because of their vocation.

Medical insurance should be voluntary. While everyone has the responsibility to pay for goods and services he uses, insurance is not the only or best way to finance medical care. It greatly

increases costs and expenditures. The right to decline to buy a product is the ultimate and necessary protection against low quality, overpriced offerings by monopolistic providers.

Coverage is not care. Health plans deny payment and ration care. Their promises are often broken. The only reliable protection against serious shortages and deterioration of quality is the right of patients to use their own money to buy the care of their choice.

14 In Memoriam: Carlene Roberts, vice president of American Airlines in 1951
Carlene Roberts Rose Into Management When Female Executives Were Nearly Unknown

JOURNALISTS IN 1950S NOTED THE AIRLINE VICE PRESIDENT AS MUCH FOR LOOKS AS SKILLS; ‘A VERY HOT-LOOKING DISH’

When Carlene Roberts was named a vice president of American Airlines in 1951, newspapers treated her as a freakish phenomenon—a female executive. They were as likely to comment on her looks as on her skills as a lobbyist overseeing the airline’s Washington, D.C., office.

Ms. Roberts was “as glamorous as they come,” gushed a columnist in the Miami News. She was “a very hot-looking dish,” reported a Washington columnist. In the Los Angeles Times, Dorothy Chandler described her as petite, brilliant, feminine and quick-witted. The writer added: “An Oklahoma girl, she started up her ladder to fame by the secretarial approach. Girls, take note and work on that shorthand.”

Ms. Roberts resigned from American Air and ended her career in September 1954 when, at age 41, she married Lothair Teetor, the former head of a car-parts maker who was serving as an assistant secretary in the U.S. Commerce Department. He died in 1962, and six years later she married Justus B. Lawrence.

Early in her career, she told an Oklahoma newspaper that a woman in business needed to play down her femininity: “She’s got to play as man to man, and think like a man.”

She died Oct. 29 at her home on Park Avenue in Manhattan. She was 105. Read & see more . . .

American Airlines said she was the first woman to serve as a vice president of a major airline. Newspapers treated her as a celebrity. The Daily Oklahoman described her this way: “Blond. Blue eyed. Tiny. But not the least bit demure. That’s Carlene Roberts, who called Oklahoma City home before she started an aeronautical climb to fame that made her the only woman junior executive in the domestic airline industry.”

When she was named a vice president in 1951, a United Press reporter said she had “supersonic drive” and could calmly handle “nerve-wracking tasks that turn strong male executives into pill fiends.”

C.R. Smith, who was president of the airline when she was a vice president, told her he had agreed to her promotion but in general didn’t approve of women in executive roles, she said in a 1997 interview with the New York Times.

Carlene Roberts was born Aug. 28, 1913, in Water Valley, Ky.  She was an only child. Her father, a school teacher, died in an electrical accident several months before her birth. Her mother, Josephine Lewis Roberts, later worked as a domestic helper and as a secretary. The two of them moved to Oklahoma, where they had relatives. Carlene went to high school in Oklahoma City and graduated at 16. She later recalled weeping after an A-minus in one class spoiled an otherwise-perfect report card.

An aspiring actress, she attended the Horner Conservatory in Kansas City, Mo., to study drama and graduated from the University of Oklahoma in 1934 with a degree in dramatic arts. To improve her chances of finding steady work, she also learned secretarial skills. Those won her a job at the Chamber of Commerce in Oklahoma City. Her talents were noticed by Orval M. “Red” Mosier, who was the city manager in Oklahoma City before becoming an airline executive.

After joining American Airlines, he hired her in 1938 as a secretary and later promoted her to oversee the airline’s Washington office. She told the Daily Oklahoman that Mr. Mosier was “one of the minority of guys who is willing to give a woman an even break in business.” She described her job as “pressure like crazy.”

Her engagement to Mr. Teetor in 1954 drew headlines in Washington and his home state of Indiana, where he had been a state legislator and chairman of Perfect Circle, a maker of piston rings. Mr. Teetor, a Commerce Department appointee in the Eisenhower administration, was 16 years older than Ms. Roberts. His first wife had died several years earlier.

“I really wanted to make it a happy marriage,” she said in a 2007 oral history. “It never occurred to me not to resign” from her job.

Her second husband, Mr. Lawrence, a graduate of Yale University and an author, had been the U.S. Army’s top public relations officer in Europe during World War II. He died in 1987.

Ms. Lawrence never had children. Robert Y. Lewis, a lawyer in New York, whose father was her cousin, said part of her success was due to being very organized. “She anticipated every contingency,” he said.

The AZ Senate Committee of the Whole (COW) gave the Interstate Medical Licensure Compact bill, HB 2502, a “Do Pass as Amended” (DPA) recommendation.  There are several good things in the amendment:
It prohibits board certification from being required for licensure through Arizona’s existing licensing process.
It directs the Arizona Medical Board to develop its own expedited licensure process for physicians wishing to avoid Compact licensure.

It prevents Compact licensure from being required as a condition of employment.
