CARMICHAEL, CA (MPG) - After many years of photographing the Carmichael Independence Day Parade, Susan Maxwell Skinner will this year ride in its first division as Grand Marshal. “July 4 has always been my favorite American Holiday,” says the New Zealand transplant. “I feel a huge emotional response at celebrations. 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2. In the News: The Moral Collapse of American Jewish Institutions
Donny Deutsch, Michael Hayden and the Moral Collapse of American Jewish Institutions

Last week, on the MSNBC TV show “Morning Joe,” MSNBC contributor Donny Deutsch said that every American who votes for President Donald Trump is a Nazi. His exact words: “If you vote for Trump, then you, the voter — you, not Donald Trump — are standing at the border like Nazis going, ‘You here. You here.'”

Now, as virtually every Jew of Deutsch’s generation knows, a Nazi saying, “You here. You here,” refers to guards at Nazi extermination camps sending Jews to gas chambers or to work the barracks.

Also last week, Gen. Michael Hayden, a former director of the CIA (a fact that, among other things, gives credence to the increasingly widespread realization that our intelligence elites have been morally and intellectually compromised) tweeted a photo of the tracks leading into Auschwitz-Birkenau, the most infamous Nazi extermination and concentration camps, with the caption “Other governments have separated mothers and children.”

Deutsch, Hayden and the myriad other fools who compare Trump to Hitler and the Nazis have utterly trivialized the Holocaust. As everyone who isn’t on the left knows, there is nothing morally analogous between the way the last three presidential administrations dealt with some children of immigrants who are in the country illegally and what the Nazis did to Jewish children. Read more . . . 
American children are routinely separated from their parent when that parent is arrested, and if the arrestee is a single parent, the child is taken into government custody until other arrangements can be made. With regard to immigrants who are in the country illegally, the only way to avoid separation is to place the children in detention along with their arrested parent(s). But this was expressly forbidden by the most left-wing court in America — the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals — if detention lasts longer than 20 days, as it nearly always does when either a not-guilty plea or an asylum claim is made.

Moreover, as awful as separation from a parent is, these children were not treated like animals in cages but transferred to the care of relatives or foster homes, or housed with other detained children where they were provided with room, board, education, sports facilities, etc.

By contrast, Jewish children separated from their parents by Nazi guards were sent to gas chambers to die a gruesome, painful death by their lungs being filled with poisonous gas. And their parents almost always eventually suffered the same fate unless they were worked, starved or tortured to death.

Comparing the two is not only a trivialization of the Holocaust; it is actually a form of Holocaust denial. . .  What is even more depressing than Deutsch and Hayden is the reaction — or silence — of most American Jewish organizations.

The Anti-Defamation League, which once defended Jewish interests, is becoming just another leftist interest group. I looked for some condemnation of Deutsch or Hayden and found none. Instead, in the words of the Israeli (left-wing) newspaper Haaretz, the ADL “made a direct comparison to the Holocaust.” It tweeted: “Children separated from their parents during the Holocaust speak out about the trauma it has caused. How can anyone defend such inhumane policies?”

The only criticism the ADL could muster was this: “People need to be extremely careful in drawing comparisons to the Holocaust and the Nazi regime in whatever context it is used.” But it offered no condemnation of those who actually made this odious comparison.

Leftism has poisoned much of American Jewish life. That is the primary reason, as reported in the just-released American Jewish Committee poll, American and Israeli Jews are so divided on so many issues.

There were rabbis who announced they fasted when Trump was elected. Non-Orthodox synagogues around America sat shiva (the religious mourning period for a deceased immediate family member) when Trump won. And the Hebrew Union College, the Reform Jewish movement’s rabbinical seminary, had an Israel-hating writer as this year’s graduation speaker.

If you support Trump or Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu, or hold almost any traditional Jewish worldview — like God creating the human being as male and female — you must either hide your opinion or risk being ostracized at almost any non-Orthodox synagogue.

To their credit, the Simon Wiesenthal Center, the Zionist Organization of America and a few other organizations did condemn those who equate America under Trump with Nazi Germany. But most Jewish organizations kept quiet, offered tepid caution or actually echoed the sentiment.

In other words, at this time many American Jewish organizations are bad for the Jews, bad for Judaism and trivialize the Holocaust in order to score political points.

If it’s any comfort (and it isn’t), things are no better in mainstream Protestantism or at the Vatican.

But here is real comfort: If the left keeps on smearing nearly half its fellow Americans as Nazis, it will assure more Republican victories this coming November.

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4. Medicare: Health Care Innovation
The Health Innovation We Need 
By Dave A. Chokshi, MD, MSc

The word innovation is omnipresent in health and health care, describing new uses of technology and data, entrepreneurial ventures, and public sector efforts. Given the many challenges in the US health sector—including decreasing life expectancy, increasing costs, declining rates of health coverage, and potentially widening health disparities—new approaches are undoubtedly needed. But innovation is often tantamount to small-scale pilot projects or to digital tools mismatched with clinical realities, as seen with the electronic health record and clinician burnout.

How do we get from flashes of health innovation to a steadier flame?

Perhaps we should frame it less as innovation and more as imagination. The late theoretical physicist Richard Feynman, PhD, described imagination and the scientific process thus: “The great difficulty is in trying to imagine something that you have never seen, that is consistent in every detail with what has already been seen, and that is different from what has been thought of; furthermore, it must be definite and not a vague proposition.” Read more . . . 
Pursuing novel solutions to the most difficult problems in health—across the domains of care delivery, public health, and government—requires a similar type of imagination.

Care Delivery Transformation 

Reimagining how health care is delivered begins with a metamorphosis for primary care. Although primary care is literally the “first point of care” for many patients, it is grappling with competition from convenient care models such as urgent care centers for acute conditions and from new corporate entities (typified by the merger between CVS and Aetna) for chronic conditions. CVS provides thousands of access points that patients may already frequent, while the insurer Aetna changes the incentives such that keeping patients healthy may be a more lucrative proposition. In both cases—for acute and chronic conditions—telehealth could provide a “virtual front door.” Amid these shifting sands, primary care may need to cede some first-contact services for healthier patients while renewing a commitment to the longitudinal relationships at the heart of comprehensive care for more complex patients. . .
Public Health Priorities 

Karen DeSalvo, MD, MSc, and other architects of the Public Health 3.0 model have urged thinking beyond innovation in clinical settings. In this framework, community prevention complements clinical prevention (eg, immunizations and colonoscopies) and treatment by addressing the social, economic, and environmental factors that predispose patients to illness. For instance, Kaiser Permanente recently announced an investment of up to $200 million, joining with mayors and business executives around the country to address housing stability and homelessness, citing their impact on health. . . .
Role of Government 

The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) could be at the vanguard of addressing the social determinants of health. Although the VA system is generally known for delivering health care services, the broader department administers education and vocational rehabilitation benefits, pensions, legal services, home loans, life insurance, and disability compensation. The VA has already made significant strides in reducing homelessness among veterans from 2010 to 2016. A whole-person approach to meeting medical and social needs at scale could serve as an exemplar for other populations.  . . .
Of course, government alone cannot turn flashes of innovation into flame. Rising to our health challenges will require reimagined partnerships between the public and private sectors, between patients and clinicians, and between practitioners in health and many other fields that help produce health.

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5. Medical Gluttony: Toxic Masculinity 
A professor from Dickinson College argues in the Wall Street Journal this week that “conversion therapy” isn’t the cure for “toxic masculinity.” 
Dickinson College Professor Crispin Sartwell opened his column by explaining that certain expressions of gender and sexuality have been labeled “pathological” at different points throughout history. Because of this, it’s far from unusual that in the present day, certain expressions of masculinity are under assault.

It’s traditional to regard other people’s gender and sexuality as pathological. Mostly male medical professionals once diagnosed “female problems,” including hysteria, fainting spells and chronic irrationality. Doctors and psychiatrists considered homosexuality an illness, and for decades it was listed as such in the diagnostic manual of the American Psychological Association. Some still try to treat homosexuality as a curable condition. Gender nonconformists have been relentlessly pathologized, stereotyped, and even criminalized wherever they wandered into public view. Read more . . . 
Sartwell highlighted that the relatively new concept of “toxic masculinity” has been used as a scapegoat for social issues like school shootings, wars, and sexual harassment. Some, according to Sartwell, have even blamed the election of Donald Trump on “toxic masculinity.”

Sartwell included a quote from comedian Michael Ian Black, who suggested that “toxic masculinity” is destroying American men and boys. “Too many boys are trapped in the same suffocating, outdated model of masculinity, where manhood is measured in strength, where there is no way to be vulnerable without being emasculated, where manliness is about having power over others,” Black wrote. “They are trapped, and they don’t even have the language to talk about how they feel about being trapped, because the language that exists to discuss the full range of human emotion is still viewed as sensitive and feminine.”

Breitbart News reported in March 2017 that a university in Canada was hosting a “toxic masculinity” confessional booth where male students were asked to come and repent. Somewhat akin to the practice of confession with the Catholic faith, the confessional allowed male students the opportunity to confess instances in which they acted with too much aggression or violence. In October 2017, Breitbart News reported that men were eschewing traditional therapy in favor of classes that would teach them about healthy methods of gender expression.

The current goal of many “progressive” activists and educators is to deprogram young men. They want to remove the notion of typical male gender expression from their students’ head. But Sartwell points out that the notion of “toxic masculinity” is based on a broad stereotype of traditional male gender expression. It’s entirely unclear, according to Sartwell, what role gender stereotypes play in influencing the behavior of men who act out.

These interventions use a hyper-general idea about a whole population—call it a stereotype—as an explanation for specific phenomena. It isn’t much more insightful than blaming mass shootings on “society” or “social media.” Seldom can anyone explain how masculinity specifically affected the shooters or put them in motion. 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6. Medical Myths: Conversion Therapy Isn’t the Cure for ‘Toxic Masculinity’
Doctors once regarded homosexuality and ‘female problems’ as diseases. The reverse is no better.

Doctors and psychiatrists considered homosexuality an illness, and for decades it was listed as such in the diagnostic manual of the American Psychological Association. Some still try to treat homosexuality as a curable condition. Gender nonconformists have been relentlessly pathologized, stereotyped, and even criminalized wherever they wandered into public view. 

Yet these traditions are being inverted. Macho men are now taking what we’ve dished out, and “toxic masculinity” is being blamed for school shootings, wars, sexual harassment, and even—God forbid— Donald Trump, who is held up as its very embodiment. Since people who regard themselves as masculine have spent centuries diagnosing other people’s identities, this turnabout might be considered fair play. 

There is a certain poetic justice in the reversal. But that doesn’t make it a sensible, effective or morally decent approach to any particular societal problem. I can only say what members of these marginalized groups have said for years: Get your hands off my . . . gender. Read more . . . 
“Too many boys are trapped in the same suffocating, outdated model of masculinity, where manhood is measured in strength, where there is no way to be vulnerable without being emasculated, where manliness is about having power over others,” the comedian Michael Ian Black lamented in February. “They are trapped, and they don’t even have the language to talk about how they feel about being trapped, because the language that exists to discuss the full range of human emotion is still viewed as sensitive and feminine.” Inspired by Mr. Black’s essay, two New York Times writers offered conversion therapy in the form of a lesson plan. It’s supposed to prevent mass shootings.

We guys, evidently, find ourselves caged in a world without emotion or even language. We are accounted for as evolutionary throwbacks. Adapted to hunting mammoths, our services are no longer required in a world of yoga studios, chai lattes and universal love. This too—the gentle hint that men are baboons as much as humans—is quite a traditional way of devaluing very large groups.

This trend has transcended think-pieces and entered real life. The “Boys to Men” program in the Maine public schools retrains middle- and high-school boys away from pathological machismo. The program begins with a “gender box” exercise. “The group leader draws a big box on the chalkboard, and the boys brainstorm stereotypes of masculinity. All of those go inside the box. Then they discuss what happens if a guy tries to behave in a way that’s not described in the box,” according to the Guardian. “Empathy is the glue that holds together all of the ideas in the course.” After that, curing masculinity is as easy as thinking outside the box.

These interventions use a hyper-general idea about a whole population—call it a stereotype—as an explanation for specific phenomena. It isn’t much more insightful than blaming mass shootings on “society” or “social media.” Seldom can anyone explain how masculinity specifically affected the shooters or put them in motion. Unless they can make that connection directly, the critics of masculinity haven’t explained anything. And I would caution against sheer stereotyping or bigotry as a plausible style of inference. Taking a few problematic people and tainting whole groups as inherently flawed, inferior or pathological—it’s never ended well.

Nor should boys be trained in femininity. There isn’t any reason to believe it will ameliorate the problems, and it isn’t anyone’s job. We ought to leave each person’s gender to himself or herself. That the conversion therapy is directed in this case at a “dominant” group does not make the thinking clear, the ethics decent or the treatment effective.

No doubt masculinity—like femininity, for that matter—has bad as well as good effects. But the results of trying to box it up are incalculable. Start with the following principle, a hard-won insight from a century of bad diagnosis of people’s sexual identities as dysfunctions or crimes: No one is called upon to be the gender police.

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9. Book Review: A New Private University may be needed that reflects intellectual opinions 
‘The University We Need’ Review: Rethinking College
A new private university may be needed, one that reflects the intellectual opinions of a spectrum of educated Americans outside academe.

“The University We Need” | by Warren Treadgold. 
Higher education is in a lot of trouble, barely kept on track by massive price increases, grade inflation that keeps the mostly inattentive customers sedated, and a class of academic serfs, called adjuncts, who work for meager wages. The adjunct system is telltale: a classic bait-and-switch operation, wherein customers—that is, students and their parents—imagine that, for the money they are paying, they are accessing professors though they are mostly renting local substitutes.

And what does the money buy? The most detailed and rigorous research project aimed at measuring how much college students learn concluded, in essence, “not much,” in part because students don’t study. That finding—revealed in the 2011 book “Academically Adrift,” by Richard Arum and Josipa Roksa—caused a brief stir, but university administrators basically ignored the news and kept on their wayward course. 

In “The University We Need,” Warren Treadgold, a professor of Byzantine studies and history at Saint Louis University, offers his own assessment of what ails America’s colleges and universities and ponders what might be done to improve them—if anything can indeed be done. While acknowledging the financial burdens of higher education—even if the average price for a public college education could be cut by a third, $50,000 is still far too much to pay for students not to learn anything”—and many other problems, he focuses on the corrosive effects of identity politics. In recent years, Mr. Treadgold argues, the campus left has tightened its grip on college and universities. The tighter the grip, he says, the simpler the message—that Western civilization, including the history of the American republic, is a long narrative of oppression. The essence of the humanities has thus been transformed into the study of victim groups and their supposed oppressors—capitalism, colonialism, religious belief, “privilege”—at the expense of other subjects. Relatedly, the demand for “diversity” now drives the curriculum, not to mention the admissions process.

One result of this approach has been, Mr. Treadgold says, a growing intolerance toward traditional points of view—including incidents of confrontation and virtual censorship. Another is a growing anti-white sentiment. Arguably, the sentiment was latent in the early stages of identity-politics protests, but it has become overt in recent years, with attacks on “white privilege” and courses deriding “white culture.” Some college teachers have adopted “progressive stacking” in class, calling on students by racial and gender category in a predetermined order with women of color first and white males last.
At the same time, college administrators have often been unwilling to penalize disrupters and censors or to defend scholars attacked for stepping outside the left consensus. One pertinent example, though not one cited by Mr. Treadgold: Bruce Gilley, a political science professor at Portland State, wrote a peer-reviewed article in 2017 for Third World Quarterly titled “The Case for Colonialism.” The reaction: a storm of criticism and even death threats; the resignation, in protest, of 15 members of the journal’s editorial board; and two petitions signed by more than 16,000 academics and others demanding that the journal retract the article. In the event, the article was withdrawn with Mr. Gilley’s consent. Portland State has spent months investigating him over the article. From the classroom and campus to scholarly journals, an orthodoxy is decided upon and enforced.

So what is to be done? Senior professors and retiring presidents of august universities churn out books on our beleaguered colleges and universities without coming close to an original idea for reform. Often they settle on some favorite old idea, such as eliminating tenure or offering a bachelor’s degree in three years instead of four, neither of which would help much. The “no college” movement, ignited by Peter Thiel’s offer of $100,000 to selected students who (as he puts it) “want to build new things instead of sitting in a classroom,” is gaining admirers. And Bryan Caplan’s recent book, “The Case Against Education”—arguing that a college degree is often not worth the price—has been well reviewed and much discussed. 

Mr. Treadgold thinks that a new private university may be needed, not an explicitly right-wing one but one that reflects the intellectual opinions of a spectrum of educated Americans outside academe. When Leland Stanford founded Stanford University in the 1880s, Mr. Treadgold notes, he possessed a considerable fortune, though it would be too small in today’s dollars to put him on the Forbes 400. A lot of even wealthier donors are now available, and many of them are troubled by universities’ hostility to free speech, capitalism, religion and traditional education. A gift of $1 billion, he believes, would trigger the rest of the donations needed to launch such a university. A planning group could seek and find roughly 1,000 good scholars willing to join the faculty. The college itself need not, he says, be larger than Princeton—i.e., about 5,000 undergraduates. 

Other universities are bogged down worrying about “elitism” and the need for diversity and “inclusiveness.” The new university would just try to be the best in the nation—offering a substantial curriculum untainted by mandatory leftism. But Mr. Treadgold thinks the time is short—in 20 years or so, he says, it may be difficult or impossible to find 1,000 first-rate scholars in the U.S. At the moment, founding a new university may seem like a fantasy. But if things get worse—and they will—it may well come to look like the only obvious option.

In Memoriam: Charles Krauthammer, MD
When Charles Krauthammer died last week, tributes poured in from colleagues and fans of every ideological persuasion. It’s hard to think of another contemporary commentator or journalist who inspired such widespread, bi-partisan, affectionate regard.

What earned him this special place in the worlds of media and politics?

First, Krauthammer’s columns unmistakably reflected his character—brilliant, reasonable, witty, warm and utterly sincere. Those of us who were privileged to know him well could recognize the real Charles in every sentence he published.

Second, the public marveled at his heroic personal story: a quadriplegic from age 21, he never allowed his physical limitations to interfere with his positive, passionate life.

In today’s world, even when you agree with a politician it’s commonly hard to respect him. But with Krauthammer, even when you disagreed with him, you had to admire him. Read more . . .

Irving Charles Krauthammer (/ˈkraʊthæmər/; March 13, 1950 – June 21, 2018) was an American political columnist. A conservative political pundit, in 1987 Krauthammer won the Pulitzer Prize for his column in The Washington Post. His weekly column was syndicated to more than 400 publications worldwide.[3] 

While in his first year studying medicine at Harvard Medical School, Krauthammer became permanently paralyzed from the waist down after a diving board accident that severed his spinal cord at cervical spinal nerve 5.[4] After spending 14 months recovering in a hospital, he returned to medical school, graduating to become a psychiatrist involved in the creation of the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders III in 1980.[5]

In the late 1970s and early 1980s, Krauthammer embarked on a career as a columnist and political commentator. In 1985, he began writing a weekly editorial for The Washington Post, which earned him the 1987 Pulitzer Prize for Commentary for his "witty and insightful columns on national issues."[8] He was a weekly panelist on the PBS news program Inside Washington from 1990 until it ceased production in December 2013. Krauthammer had been a contributing editor to The Weekly Standard, a Fox News Channel contributor, and a nightly panelist on Fox News Channel's Special Report with Bret Baier. 

Krauthammer received acclaim for his writing on foreign policy, among other matters. He was a leading neoconservative voice and proponent of United States military and political engagement on the global stage, coining the term Reagan Doctrine and advocating for the Gulf War, Iraq War, and enhanced interrogation techniques of suspected Islamist terrorists.[9]

The FMA actively supported legislation that prevents doctors from directly billing patients for the care they provide in emergency rooms and hospitals – even when the doctors have no contract with the patient’s insurance company. Florida law will now forbid them from billing patients seen at hospitals in nearly all circumstances. The Florida Medical Association repeatedly went on the record to support passage of the legislation that will impose up to $10,000 in fines, disciplinary action and possible criminal prosecution upon doctors that dare to simply collect payment for their services. The end result will be that insurance companies will have all the power as doctors lose substantial leverage in negotiating contracts with insurance companies. Politicians sold the law as a way to stop what they dubbed “surprise” hospital bills while inaccurately labelling it as “balance billing” for political purposes.

The AZ Senate Committee of the Whole (COW) gave the Interstate Medical Licensure Compact bill, HB 2502, a “Do Pass as Amended” (DPA) recommendation.  There are several good things in the amendment:
It prohibits board certification from being required for licensure through Arizona’s existing licensing process.
It directs the Arizona Medical Board to develop its own expedited licensure process for physicians wishing to avoid Compact licensure.

It prevents Compact licensure from being required as a condition of employment.
